Examples include:  1) hosting tours/visits; 2) giving presentations/demonstrations in venues such as classrooms, community forums, student career conferences, professional educator meetings, and student society events; 3) providing technical assistance/leadership for STEM academic competitions (e.g., science fairs), and; 4) working on community projects promoting STEM education.
